During the Spanish Civil 

War, as relief worker Dan West ladled 

rations of powdered milk to refugees, 

he realized that this simple form of aid 

would never be enough. After returning 

to the United States, West formed an 

organization dedicated to ending 

hunger permanently.

Heifer 

partners are also taught to prevent 

overgrazing, collect manure for organic 

fertilizer, plant trees and manage 

resources for long-term success.
